Senate shake-up 
 
The Democrats’ surprise loss of the late Sen. Ted Kennedy’s U.S. Senate seat in Massachusetts left Washington in what-do-we-do-now 
mode on health system reform.  Absent a filibuster-proof majority in the Senate, the Obama administration is now reportedly considering a 
strategy that involves smaller, less-controversial pieces of legislation. 
 
The Texas Medical Association (TMA) said that we will continue to press representatives and senators to “keep what’s good and fix 
what’s broken” in our health care systems.  TMA-supported health insurance industry reforms – including stronger consumer protections 
and the prohibition of policies that contain a pre-existing condition exclusion - are among those concepts under consideration as stand-
alone bills. 
 
The American Medical Association and AARP launched a television ad campaign urging  Congress to rewrite Medicare’s broken Sustain-
able Growth Rate (SGR) formula before 21-percent cuts in physicians’ Medicare payments begin on March 1. 
 
Physicians have until March 17 to make their Medicare participation decision for 2010.  To help physicians decide, TMA has developed a 
Webinar that outlines physician choices.

Texas Medical Board update – Renew medical license online 
 
No more filling out paper work to renew your medical license with the Texas Medical Board (TMB).  A successful login accesses the se-
cure application.  (Most browsers will display a security notification pop-up box that the user must read and press “OK” before being 
passed to the next secure page.)  Once users have entered the secure site, they will be able to see an “s” after “http” in the URL.  Eligible 
licensees will receive a postcard that will alert them to the impending expiration of their physician’s permit and that they can register 
online.  Registrations are not available online until 60 to 90 days prior to their current expiration date.  If you cannot proceed with online 
registration, try again closer to your expiration date. 
 
The licensees can complete their registration applications and pay their fees using major credit cards or electronic checks.  During this 
process, the licensees will have the opportunity to update or add information to their physician profiles as well.  Upon successful comple-
tion of the registration, a printable receipt will be available.  The updated physician permit will be printed and mailed within 10 working 
days of the completed registration.  
 
Important – the Health Care Liability Report is now part of the online registration form.  The reporting form must be completed for each 
defendant licensee against whom a health care liability complaint has been filed or a settlement has been made.

H1N1 Supply 
 
According to the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS), the distribution of vaccines to physicians who placed an order is 
going smoothly with no shortages reported.  Physicians who received their order and have questions about how to dispose of expired or 
damaged vaccines or how to transfer extra vaccines may review the DSHS updated guidelines on the NCMS Web site 
(www.nuecesmedsociety.org in the H1N1 section on the front page) or the DSHS Web site (www.texasflu.org). 
 
Although the number of reported H1N1 cases has dropped, DSHS still encourages everyone to get an H1N1 flu vaccination in case the 
pandemic returns.  If your practice does not offer H1N1 vaccination, you may direct your staff and patients to the various clinics who are 
offering to vaccinate.  The options available include most major pharmacies.  In addition, the DSHS has a flu vaccine locator service at 
www.texasflu.org or patients can dial 2-1-1 for vaccine availability in their community.  
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Judge Sets United Settlement Dates 
 
May 18 and May 22 are key dates physicians need to keep in mind in the proposed settlement of the American Medical Association’s law-
suit against UnitedHealthcare over United’s system for determining “usual, customary, and reasonable” (UCR) charges.  AMA and New 
York State Attorney General Andrew Cuomo called United’s system a scheme to defraud patients and physicians on medical bills for out-
of-network services.   
 
May 18 is the deadline for physicians, who want to remain part of the settlement, but who have concerns about some aspect of it, to file 
objections.  May 22 is the deadline for physicians to “opt out” of the settlement.  Those who “opt out” can still pursue individual claims 
against United, even if the settlement is finally approved.   
 
Those dates are part of a time line U.S. District Judge Lawrence M. McKenna approved in January.  The time line sets March 18 as the 
deadline for the claims administrator to mail the formal settlement notice and a proof of claim form to physicians, and Sept. 2 as the dead-
line for physicians to file claims. 
 
AMA Senior Vice President/General Counsel Jon Ekdahl says he does not know when the claims distribution will begin.  That will depend 
on the number of claims filed and how long it takes to resolve any appeal after a final hearing on July 1.  An appeal could delay claims 
distribution for several months.  
 
Mr. Ekdahl says he does not now know how many physicians will receive the formal settlement notice, but added it will be “several mil-
lions” and will be based on data provided by United.

What is PECOS and how does it affect me? 
 
The Provider Enrollment, Chain and Ownership System (PECOS) is the Internet-based enrollment system that Medicare began using in 
November 2003.  Approximately three-fourths of physicians and other Medicare enrollees are in PECOS.  However, physicians who en-
rolled in the Medicare program prior to November 2003 and have not made any enrollment changes since that date are not in the PECOS 
system. 
 
TrailBlazer Health, the Texas Medicare Administrative Contractor, encourages physicians to use PECOS to enroll in Medicare, view their 
Medicare enrollment data and update their Medicare enrollment information.  If you receive a letter from TrailBlazer Health advising that 
you must enroll in the PECOS system, do not ignore it!

Why might a name be needed? 
 
When you submit a Medicare claim, TrailBlazer’s payment system first verifies if the name and National Provider Identifier (NPI) of the 
referring/ordering physician on the claim are in PECOS.  If they are, the claim processes normally, and TrailBlazer will not issue any infor-
mational edit. 
 
If the physician’s name and NPI are not in PECOS, TrailBlazer performs an NPI and name check (first letter of first name, first four letters 
of last name), comparing the information on the claim against the information in the TrailBlazer claims system.  If the referring physician’s 
information cannot be verified, TrailBlazer will issue an N264 and/or N265 edit until April 5, 2010.  Starting that day, TrailBlazer will reject 
the claim. 
 

Receiving remark code N264 or N265 on your Medicare EOBs? 
 
If you receive information edits N264 and/or N65 on your Medicare explanation of benefits (EOBs), take note as these edits will turn into 
rejections on April 5, 2010. 
 
Since October 2009, TrailBlazer Health has issued information edits N264 (missing/incomplete/invalid ordering provider name) and N265 
(missing/incomplete/invalid ordering provider primary identifier) on Medicare EOBs for claims that:  
 

• Bill for services that require a referring/ordering physician or other eligible health professional, but none is listed;  

• Contain names and NPIs of referring/ordering physicians or others who are neither enrolled in Medicare through PECOS 
nor located through a name check in TrailBlazer’s claims system; or  

• Contain names and NPIs of health professionals who are not eligible to refer or order services under Medicare.  

 
How to avoid rejections: 
 
1. Verify that the services you billed require a referring/ordering physician (refer to pages 26-29 of TrailBlazer’s 1500 Claim Form Instruc-
tions at www.trailblazerhealth.com, click on Publications/Manuals.) 
 
2. Verify that the referring/ordering physician’s legal business name and NPI are correct.  The best way to do this is to replicate in your 
claim the information that is on file for this physician in the NPI Registry at https://nppes.cms.hhs.gov/NPPES/NPIRegistryHome.do.  
 

• Note:  When replicating the name, omit “Dr” before the name.  Example:  

ο NPPES listing is like this:  Dr. Jane Doe MD  

ο Referring/ordering field should be like this:  Jane Doe MD  
 

• Do not use punctuation or spaces in first and last names.  Example:  
“Jane O’Brien” should appear on the claim form as “Jane Obrien” or “jane obrien.”  (The name check is not case sensitive.) 

 
3.  Verify that the loops/fields on the claim are populated correctly. 

 

• CMS-1500 claim form – List the ordering/referring physician’s first and last name in Item 17.  
 

• Electronic claim – Enter the ordering/referring physician’s first and last name as:  
 

ο Referring = Loop 2310A or 2420F 

ο Ordering = Loop 2420E Continued on page 6 
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Continued from page 5 
ο Segment NM103 = last name 

ο Segment NM104 = first name 

ο Segment NM105 = middle name 
 
4.  If you have verified the above steps but continue to receive the remark codes, instruct the referring/ordering physician to revalidate his 
or her Medicare enrollment by April 5 to continue referring Medicare beneficiaries to you.  The physician can do this by submitting a Medi-
care enrollment form, by which the physician’s names and NPI will be entered into PECOS. 

 
Evaluating your Medicare 2010 options 
 
Physicians have until March 17 to change their participation status in the Medicare program for 2010.  To help you learn more about your 
participation options and the consequences of those choices, Texas Medical Association (TMA) is offering a one-hour Web seminar. 
 
TMA’s seminar will: 
 

• Review Medicare options:  participation, nonparticipation and opt-out; 

• Explain the impact of changes in billing Medicare for consultation services; and 

• Bring you the latest information regarding Congress’ action on the Sustainable Growth Rate (SGR) formula and Medicare fee 
schedule.

Physicians to rate Medicare contractors 
 
An annual Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) survey gives physicians and others the chance to grade contractors on sev-
eral business functions.  CMS wants to hear from physicians about their experiences with Medicare contractors. 
 
CMS is sending the fifth-annual Medicare Contractor Provider Satisfaction Survey to approximately 30,000 randomly-selected program 
participants nationwide, including physicians, suppliers and institutional facilities.  Survey questions focus on seven key business func-
tions of the doctor-contractor relationship:  provider inquiries; education and outreach; claims processing; appeals; enrollment; medical 
review; and audit and reimbursement. 
 
CMS asks respondents to choose a level of satisfaction on a six-point scale.  One example from the 2010 survey is:  “In the past 12 
months, how satisfied have you been with the professionalism and courtesy of your contractor’s representatives during the provider enroll-
ment process?” 
 
If you receive the survey, be sure to complete and return it as this will help CMS improve contractor oversight and increase efficiency of 
the Medicare program.
